record

e Not have degree from a U.S. university or be enrolled in a U.S. degree
program

e Not hold a master’s degree from any third country

e Have at least two years full-time professional experience

e Have relevant degrees or professional experience in their proposed field of
study
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e Be fluentin English

e Bein good health

e Be Maldivian citizens residing in Maldives at the time of application

e Agree to return to Maldives on completion of studies in the U.S.

e Be willing to refund the cost of the return ticket if electing to return home
before completion of the degree

Finalists selected for the Fulbright Fellowship will need to take the TOEFL and
GRE tests shortly after being notified of selection. Prospective candidates are
advised to prepare well in advance to take these tests if selected. Having
competitive scores will be essential in university placement. The TOEFL and
GRE tests will be conducted at the American Center, Male’.
